We can smell pear, brioche, blond tabacco wih a hint of cinnamon. With few minutes of aeration, we can
smell coing paste, toasted nuts, and iodin . Le grape gives its expression with personality and complexity.

The month is firm, precise and tonic.Then, we discover a svelt and dynamic wine with freshness and melty
texture . We cannot feel the dosage but we have a gready and creamy caractere.
